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These instructions assume you have downloaded the ImagePrint installer and have removed any 
current ImagePrint versions on your system.  

  1. Insert the USB dongle into a free USB port. (If running the DEMO version of 
ImagePrint, this step is not necessary).   

The dongle should be in place whenever you use ImagePrint.  It is the most 
important part of the product, and cannot be replaced if lost or stolen.

2. Double-click the downloaded image ýle.  A window will appear 
containing the ImagePrint Installer.

Double-click the ImagePrint 7 Installer to begin the installation.

3. In the Authentication window that appears, you must enter your 
unique Macintosh Login name and password in the boxes provided. 

Click OK.

4. An informational message may appear with important information 
regarding the installation.  This information may have extra instructions 
not covered in this guide for your particular system--make sure to read 
it closely if it appears.  Clicking Continue will close the information 
window.

5. Read the license agreement.

6. Click Agree to accept and continue with the installation.
    

The installation ýles will be copied to the ImagePrint folder.

7. When you see this window Click Quit.

Leopard (OSX 10.5.x) users only:  A text window asking for your Mac 
password will appear.  Type this password in, and press the return key.  
No characters will show as  you type them--that is normal behavior.
Failing to enter your Mac password will cause the error: “Couldn’t Con-
nect Socket” to appear later in the installation so make sure to enter it 
correctly. The text window will disappear after pressing return.   

The IP Setup window will now appear.
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
