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Introducing DCM   (Dynamic Contrast Matching)
An exciting new feature introduced in ImagePrint 7.0 build 1.0.3.0 is Dynamic Contrast 
Matching.  This technology builds a contrast curve optimized for the paper profile you have 
selected automatically.  The result is more dynamic, vivid prints that seem to leap off the 
page.

Because the contrast curve is optimized to fit your paper’s tonality, Matte papers will show 
the most dramatic effect with this feature, especially grayscale printing on matte.  Prints that 
used to appear washed out and flat will appear much more intense when DCM is applied.

Using DCM

DCM is handled differently for color and grayscale printing

DCM with color printing

The DCM feature is built into color printer profiles created by ImagePrint.  You must 
acquire new “DCM” enabled profiles to use the DCM feature with color print-
ing. These profiles will be distinguished by the number “7” appearing after the inkset 
type (for example, pk7, mk7, dk7).  Profiles made with DCM will automatically show 
enhanced contrast compared to profiles made without DCM.  Utilizing DCM in your 
color prints is as simple as downloading a “7” type profile and choosing it in the Printer/
Paper field of the Color Management window.

Note: DCM enabled profiles will be added as quickly as possible to the 
ColorByte online profile repository, but not all papers or printers will neces-
sarily be updated.  If you would like a DCM version of a paper profile that is 

not currently available, send an email to the Colorbyte support dept with your 
dongle number, printer type, and the exact name of the paper to see if it can 

be added.  

DCM with grayscale printing

For grayscale printing, the DCM 
feature is not built into the pro-
file but is a part of ImagePrint 
itself.  This means existing 
ImagePrint grayscale profiles 
(profiles with “gray” in the title) 
can be used with this feature.  To turn DCM on for a grayscale profile, choose the pro-
file in the Color Management window as the Printer/Paper profile, then click the “Black 
and White Controls” tab to access the DCM grayscale controls.
